What is a Neighbourhood Plan?

A neighbourhood plan forms part of the Authority’s Local Development Plan. It allows
parish councils to examine the capacity for growth and to consider potential sites for a
range of new developments, but always subject to the National Park’s overall planning
policies: the Core Strateqy and the saved Local Plan

A neighbourhood plan can be very powerful, but undertaking one undoubtedly places a
burden on the parish council. But if your parish decides that a neighbourhood plan is the
right thing, there is plenty of help, advice and funding:
