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Discover a section of Longdendale’s long-distance 
Trans-Pennine Trail enhanced for accessibility with 
viewing platform and ponds.

Start at the top of the car park to follow the weaving 
path up through the memorial wood.

Go through the gate and turn left onto the trail through 
the staggered barriers.

Continue to the viewing platform and ponds, and beyond 
to where the trail starts to rise.
