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A Special Place: River Study Pre-visit Activity
What is it?
This is an activity that will encourage children to think about how rivers change from source to mouth and the relationship that animals and people have with rivers. 

Who is it for?
KS2

Where does it happen?
School, school grounds/local park or wildlife area
Prior knowledge

It would be beneficial if the children had carried out some work on where the world’s major rivers are and have some knowledge of river vocabulary (see the ‘River Vocabulary’ resource).
How does it fit in?
These are Pre-visit activities. Children’s thoughts need to be recorded so that they can be re-examined during their visit to the Peak District. The ‘River Study’ visit can be carried out at Longdendale and the Moorland Discovery Centre. See our ‘River Study’ webpage for full details.

How long will it take?

This is at the discretion of the teacher and could be carried out over several lessons. 
What will I need?

A full list of resources and guidelines are included in each activity. 
How will it be organised?

This could be done as a whole-class activity or in small groups. 

How can it be recorded?

Ideally using digital image or film e.g.using iPads. These could then be included in presentation software such as Powerpoint or Prezi or as part of our blog.
