A Special Place: Mountain Environment Post-visit Activity – ‘Mountain World’ Debate

This activity should be carried out after the children have a good knowledge of the mountain environment and have visited one of our centres for a ‘Mountain Environment’ day. 
Objectives: To get the children to think critically about the issues surrounding the use of mountains for recreational use. 
Resources: ‘Mountain World’ Powerpoint presentation, laminated cards for role-play. (There is also a ‘Word’ version of the presentation.) These resources can be found on our ‘Peak Curriculum Resources’ page. You may want to record the debate using digital technology/and or use post-it notes for children’s thoughts. 
Activity: 

· Recap what the children have found out about mountains through their pre-visit activities and whether their knowledge of/views about mountains have changed following their ‘Mountain Environment’ visit. 

· Ask them to discuss in groups how they would describe the attractions of the mountain environment to someone who hadn’t experienced it. Can they think of any negative points about the mountain environment?
· Show them the first slide and ask them to discuss what a ‘Mountain World’ theme park might look like? 

· Show the slides 2 to 5 and ask them to discuss if a café and train ‘improve’ on nature.

· Show slides 5 and 6 and ask them to discuss the issues.

· Show them the information about the characters (or give them the laminated cards) and ask them to prepare their arguments to defend their case and argue against the others in the group.
